Re:  

Sport hunting and fishing by non-beneficiaries non-residents 

Inukjuak Category I and II lands & Zone 23 North

WHEREAS
numerous non-beneficiaries desire to hunt and /or fish on Inukjuak Category I and II lands and within Zone 23 North, thus general and specific rules and regulations need to be respected to allow the exercise of such activities;

WHEREAS
depending on the activity performed and species or games concerned, a provincial or federal permit is required from the appropriate Department BEFORE all sport hunting and fishing activities be performed by non-beneficiaries in the Province of Québec which includes the entire Nunavik Territory and the zone 23 North;

WHEREAS
furthermore, in accordance with the JBNQA section 24 and the Act respecting Hunting and Fishing Rights in the James Bay and New Quebec Territories, R.S.Q., c D-13.1, no sport hunting or fishing activities by non-beneficiaries non-residents are permitted within Categories I and II lands UNLESS an authorization to that effect is issued by the local landholding corporation, which may attach conditions to its authorization;

WHEREAS  
Pituvik LHC of Inukjuak hereby wishes to establish its regime applicable whenever sport hunting or fishing activities are performed by non-beneficiaries non-residents within its Category I or II lands and attach conditions to its authorization, being understood that those can be more restrictive than regulations passed by the responsible Provincial or Federal Government;
THEREFORE, UPON MOTION MOVED AND SECONDED, IT WAS UNANIMOUSLY RESOLVED:

THAT:

the preamble shall form an integral part of this Resolution;

THAT:
in accordance with the authority devolved to the Northern Village under section 24.8.4 JBNQA, the following categories are to be considered for the application of the Hunting, Fishing and Trapping Regime in Inukjuak Categories I and II lands: 

Non-beneficiaries Residents:  Non-beneficiaries residing in Inukjuak for ten (10) consecutive years or more, as determined by the Northern Village of Inukjuak within Resolution ________ ;
Non-beneficiaries Non-residents:

A)
Community members: Non-beneficiaries residing in Inukjuak for less than ten (10) consecutive years but for more than two (2) consecutive years;

B)
Temporary members:  Non-beneficiaries residing in Inukjuak for less than two (2) consecutive years; 

C)
Visitors:  Non–beneficiaries not residing but visiting Inukjuak, per instance for holiday, personal or business purposes;
THAT:
all non-beneficiaries, residents or non residents, need to obtain a permit from the appropriate Provincial or Federal Department before sport hunting or fishing activities be performed in Nunavik and in the Zone 23 North;

THAT:
proving that governmental permits have been preliminarily obtained, in accordance with articles 36 and 37 of the Act respecting Hunting and Fishing Rights, non-beneficiaries that fulfill the residency requirement establish by the NV of Inukjuak are entitled to performed sport hunting or fishing activities in Inukjuak Categories I and II lands without being authorized  or without abiding to the conditions of Pituvik Landholding Corporation;
THAT:
non-beneficiaries non residents wishing to hunt and fish on Inukjuak Category I and II lands must obtain in addition to the appropriate provincial or federal permit an authorization from Pituvik LHC before any activity be performed and the conditions established by the LHC shall be respected thereafter in the pursuit of the sport activities;

THAT:
Pituvik LHC imposes the following pecuniary conditions to its authorization in accordance with the herein determined classifications:

considering the James Bay and Northern Quebec Agreement, non-beneficiaries, residents or non-residents, can hunt caribou in Nunavik only by going through an outfitter thus accompanied by a guide and Pituvik Landholding Corporation Outfitting can be contacted accordingly;
THAT:
notwithstanding any amendment(s) to the fee structure in this resolution, the fees for any one authorization shall be valid for the authorized time duration of said authorization;

THAT:
a "Public Notice" to that effect shall be posted for information at various public places within the community of Inukjuak;

THAT:
copy of the present resolution shall be transmitted to the MNRF-Northern Quebec Wildlife Protection Direction, Kuujjuaq Office, and to the Hunting Fishing Trapping Coordinating Committee;

THAT:
any violation of the provincial or federal regulations or of the rules established herein shall be referred to the Renewable Resources Officer for the community of Inukjuak, to the MRNF-Northern Quebec Wildlife Protection Direction in Kuujjuaq, to the Hunting, Fishing and Trapping Coordinating Committee and to Pituvik LHC for appropriate action, recommendation and sanction;

THAT:
furthermore, any violation of the rules established herein shall preclude any authorization previously received from the Landholding Corporation and thereon the activity shall be considered as being performed without authorization in breach of the JBNQA and of the Hunting and Fishing Regime;

THAT:
Eric Ataagotaluk, President, and Mike Carrol, Manager, be and are hereby authorized to execute any and all documents to give effect to the present resolution;

BY THESE PRESENTS, be advised that:

Non-beneficiaries, residents and non-residents, need to obtain a permit from the appropriate Provincial or Federal Department before sport hunting or fishing activities be performed within Zone 23 North;

In accordance with the JBNQA and the Act Respecting Hunting and Fishing Rights in the James Bay and New Québec Territories (R.S.Q. c. D-13.1), Pituvik Landholding Corporation for the community of Inukjuak established conditions to its authorization for non-beneficiaries non-residents who wish to hunt or fish on Inukjuak Category I and II lands;

Therefore, non-beneficiaries non-residents that wish to sport hunt or fish in Inukjuak Categories I and II lands must obtain in addition to the proper governmental permit an authorization from Pituvik Landholding Corporation for the community of Inukjuak before conducting those activities:
